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about the current zoning and its allowed “Uses by Right”. Councilperson Clark suggested
that the community might be better served if certain uses were changed to conditional uses
| or uses by special permit. After discussion, Council directed City Attorney Smith to draft
appropriate legislation to address these concerns.

d) Lagae Development

Councilperson Clark inquired as to the status of re-zoning the Lagae property citing delays to
the development until zoning is changed. Council directed City Attorney Smith to review the
legal issues related to this concern.

e) Councilperson Hoffman

- Due to the large number of requests from the public, inquired as to the feasibility
of Sam Bishop (CH2MH) acting as a “gatekeeper” for all correspondence
between CH2MH and the public. City Attorney Smith responded that the Mayor
is the authorized administrative agent for the City. However it was her opinion
that this problem will be mitigated by having Mr. Bishop attend Council meetings.

- Inquired if the Architectural Control Committee (CPNMA) is still needed. Mayor
Shul responded in the affirmative.

Councilperson Neely
- There is a need for a more consistent meeting night and schedule, in general.
Mayor Shul responded that she is aware of this and it will be addressed in the
near future.
+ Inquired as to the next step with CIRSA. Mayor Shul responded that a quote is
due anytime.
