Mayor Shul also publically apologized to Councilperson Hoffman for being subjected to many unwarranted,
unjustified and inappropriate accusations.

Citizen Ted Lahr asked Council if the county road share back money was being set aside for roads and
bridges. Treasurer Gilbert stated that the share back originated from property taxes the county collects and
then the county allocates that to municipalities within the county based on lane miles and other formulas: this
is used for Public Works within the city. City Manager Lanning stated that there is not a reserve specifically
for fixing roads and bridges. but that it would all come out of the Publics Works portion of the bUdget.

Walt Von Riesemann asked where, other than being posted on the door, was the notification of the
Annexation meeting.

Jeff Huff gave an update on the July 29th study session between Council and the Master Association. The
reimbursement of expenses incurred during incorporation was discussed in detail and Mr. Huff requested
that rather than Council addressing this during the Executive Session portion of the meeting to have it
discussed during the regular portion of the council meeting so the public could hear.

Shelley Hamilton-Bruer, Eva Mitchell. and Tori Willis all addressed Council and the pUblic, voicing their
concerns for the many inappropriate things that have been said with regards to the incorporation
reimbursement.

She also thanked Barb
Sauer for all of her efforts on Fire Mitigation and also noted that on October 29"', there will be a
presentation focusing on the South Metro Fire Districts plans.

Mayor Shul reported that Councilperson Havercroft delivered a healthy baby girl on July 30"'. All are
doing well. Mayor Shul also noted that Galen Crowder had his successful transplant and is doing well.
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8. CITY ATTORNEY'S REPORT
City Attorney linda Michow informed Council that she met with the Castle Rock Municipal Court
representatives and received suggestions on implementing a Municipal Court. There is an ordinance
drafted and ready for first reading, but there are a couple of business decisions Attorney Michow needs
Council's direction on before moving forward. The first is the purchasing of software. This software
would allow Council to hire less staff and use less human resources to keep track of Municipal Court
tickets, utilizing an e-pay system, record keeping, etc. The software is called Full Court Software and
would run $9,000 or $10,000. Another item to consider is Digital Sound this option would run around
$6,000. Finally the services provided to implement the Municipal Court system would run a flat rate of
$5,000. Councilperson Hoffman asked if there was a payment plan for the software purchase and
Attorney Michow said she would follow up on that and report back to Council. Treasure Gilbert inquired
about the cost of a maintenance plan as well as on the cost of any hardware that may need to be
purchased.

Attorney Michow also clarified for Council and the public that you can only sign two nominating petitions
for each Ward.

Councilperson Coppola would like pUblic input on how the Comcast franchise fee reimbursement should
be distributed. He pointed out a couple of options to think about. The first is that the money would go to
the city and the city would decide where it would be allocated and the second option would be to
somehow give it back to it to the citizens.
