o Recommended the City, Parks Authority and CPN Master Association consider utilizing
The Castle Pines Connection newspaper to communicate with residents to further
advance transparency.
o Requested the Master Association send out an "opt out" email to all email subscribers.
Recommended the City reserve space in the next issue of The Castle Pines Connection.

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10. TREASURER’S REPORT

City Treasurer Gilbert addressed Council on the following:
« The County Assessor has increased CPN's assessed valuation in this assessment period from
approximately $148 million to $156 million.
« Responded to Mr. Lohr's question about where the money comes from for payables.
= Will present to Council at next meeting a request to approve the setting up of the Transparency
and Financial Accountability Task Force. One project for the task force will be the Balanced
Scorecard Indicator for 2010 which will involve performance measures for all of our services.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

City Manager Lanning, referring to the balance sheet presented earlier, clarified the accounts payable
detail. Subsequent to those numbers and payments made recently, the City debt is approximately
$510,000 and not the $1.015 million indicated on the balance sheet. He reminded Council that as cash
allows we will be on an aggressive schedule to retire debt by year-end.

City Public Works Director Guth reported on the status of the article about the new round-about.

Mr. Lanning also reported CH2M HILL has donated $250 to the Movie in the Park event and $700 to the
Kiwanis Golf Tournament on August 31%

City Planner Bishop brought Council up-to-date on his efforts to secure a larger venue for the upcoming
annexation public hearings. Mr. Bishop also updated Council on waiving building permit fees.

12. MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Shul reported on the following:

- [Earlier today, thanks to the collaborative efforts of the Metro District, CPN Master Association
and Anna Mallinson, a tribute (memorial bench) to CPN's #1 Citizen, Earl Millspaugh, was
unveiled.

« Thanked CH2M HILL for its donation to Movie in the Park. Crowd was estimated at 700
people.

« Echoed Councilperson Havercroft's comments about Ryan Parker, CP Green. His leadership
and direction is appreciated and thanked Carol Barbeito for stepping in as the new
chairperson.

« Reminded Council that American Academy is looking for volunteers to help assemble/set-up
their new playground this Saturday and Sunday.

« Agreed with Councilperson Coppola's suggestions to make the process more open by:

o Posting meeting notices on the website,
o Posting agendas on the website, and
o Ensuring packets available to the public are the same as packets distributed to Council.

« On behalf of Councilperson Hoffman, requested a first draft of a Code of Conduct be available
at the next Council Meeting.

« The Pinnacle lease will be available next week.

13. OTHER COUNCIL BUSINESS

Councilperson Coppola requested Mr. Bishop make a concerted effort during the next two weeks to reach
out to the county, surrounding municipalities, Metro District and Chamber and solicit comments on the
draft Comprehensive Plan. Mr. Coppola would like to get this document adopted on Sept 10" or soon
thereafter even if it means calling a special meeting.
Councilperson Coppola responded to earlier comments presented during the Public Comment period in
regard to HOA and Metro District integration plans.
