CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS, 1990 EDITION, AS AMENDED AND THE DOUGLAS
COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE DESIGN AND TECHNICAL CRITERIA MANUAL, 1986
EDITION, AS AMENDED, PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS THEREOF, AND
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY" (second reading/emergency)

Presented by Public Works Director Guth. There being no discussion, Council unanimously
approved Ordinance 09-13 on second reading/emergency.

e) Ordinance 09·21 "ESTABLISHING A MUNICIPAL COURT SYSTEM FOR THE CITY OF CASTLE

reading)

Ordinance presented by City Attorney Michow. A resolution approving Judge Gresh as Municipal
Judge will be brought before Council at the next meeting. Also, there is an agreement on tonight's
agenda with Karla McCrimmon who is providing the City with special services in the nature of
implementing the City court. Attorney Michow also met with Lt. Troy McCarty of the Douglas County
Sheriffs Office last week. The meeting was encouraging and there should be no difficulty in
transitioning to a City court. The Sheriffs Office is in the process of collecting information on fine
revenues received from Castle Pines North. After discussion, Council unanimously approved
Ordinance 09-21 on first reading.

City Planner Bishop updated Council on the progress of responses received. At Council's direction
last meeting, the relevant documents were posted on the City's website and distributed to the
neighboring jurisdictions in Douglas County. Mr. Bishop recommended Council continue the public
hearing to September 24,2009. In addition, an Open House will be held at the CPN Community
Center on September 15, 2009. 6:00 to 8:00 p.m., to allow more opportunity for public comment on
the Comprehensive Plan.

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h) Resolution 09-68 "APPROVING STATEMENT OF EXPENDITURES AND APPROPRIATING
FUNDS THEREFORE"

Councilperson Coppola inquired as to why seven months of CH2M HILL building/permitting services
invoices were withheld and submitted all at once. After discussion, Council unanimously approved
ReSOlution 09-68.

i) Councilperson Coppola moved to approve the payment of funds to the Castle Pines North
Master Association in the amount of 5144,000.

Councilperson Coppola presented the underlying theory supporting his motion - the issue of what is
the Master Association appropriately to be reimbursed by the City. This is a financial obligation of
the City. The methodology for the $144,000 amount is twelve equal monthly payments of $12.000.
Further clarification - this would be satisfaction in full for any outstanding issues or obligations
between the City and the Master Association for reimbursement of incorporation expenses. Also, the
City Attorney advised the City can't make multi-year fiscal obligations, therefore any agreement
should take this into account.

In Treasurer Gilbert's opinion this is a fair approximation of what is due and owing.

After discussion, Council unanimously approved the Motion.

City Attorney Michow reminded Council about The Canyons - this matter is a quasi-judicial process and
Council members should refrain from responding to or commenting on these applications prior to the
October 22,2009, public hearing. To do otherwise may taint the public hearing making it subject to legal
challenge. The appropriate avenue for submitting comments is through City Planner Bishop or City
Attorney Michow. A name is required on written comments because unsigned comments don't provide

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10. TREASURER'S REPORT
City Treasurer Gilbert reported on the following:

The City is on track to meet the September 30th audit deadline. The delay for the most part is
attributable to 130 non~valued parcels conveyed to the City from Douglas County.
2010 City Budget - preparations are underway and this budget will include simplification in the
way the City reports numbers, performance measures, and more accurate budget numbers.
The Transparency and Financial Accountability (TAFA) Task Force has been postponed and
Treasurer Gilbert requested the City Clerk place TAFA on the next agenda.

11. CITY MANAGER'S REPORT
City Manager Lannin~ reported the budget session is underway. He anticipates basic budget discussion
at the September 24 Council meeting with a draft budget submitted by October 151h with approval by
year-end.

City Public Works Director Guth reported to Council on the following:
1) There was a lightning strike on JUly 5th which took out the traffic signal at Timber Trail.

Replacement of equipment will cost about $6,600, and
2) In light of the opening of American Academy, a parenUresident has requested that Council

consider the use of golf carts on the south side of Castle Pines Parkway. Mr. Guth asked for
direction from Council to have staff perform research on the topic. Direction was denied due
to limited resources. Council recommended those interested in this topic should attend
Council meetings and present their request.

12. MAYOR'S REPORT
Mayor Pro Tem Neely reported on the following:

• Douglas County representatives have requested an opportunity to address Council on
October 81h to discuss the Wildcat Regional Park. In addition, a 12-year old CPN resident has
also requested an opportunity to address Council on the issue.

• American Academy will open on September 21"1.
• The new CPN Library will open on September 19th with a gala grand opening scheduled for 11

a.m. to 2 p.m.

13. OTHER COUNCil BUSINESS
Councilperson Coppola took the opportunity to address Mr. Schatz's earlier comments concerning "curing
financial problems of the city". Councilperson Coppola strongly disagreed with this assessment clearly
stating the City does not have financial problems. He then reviewed some pertinent budget and actual,
income and revenue numbers from the Financial Statement presented earlier in the meeting.
