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B. Jurisdiction.

Ordinance No. 09-06

1. Except as otherwise provided. the Board of Appeals shall hear and decide appeals
of permit denials and final decisions made by the Building Official or other designated
official, board, or department related to the application and interpretation of the
International Codes referenced in this Ordinance. The Board of Appeals also may make
special exceptions to the terms of the International Codes in harmony with their respective
general purpose and intent. Such exceptions may include a determination of suitability of
alternate materials and methods of construction.

2. Any appeal or petition for special exception shall be filed in writing with the
Board of Appeals within thirty (30) days after the date of the decision of the
administrative officer. The form and procedure relating thereto may be specified in rules
of procedure adopted by the Board of Appeals.

C. Procedure.

I. All meetings of the Board of Appeals shall be open to the public and the records of
its official actions shall be public records.

2. A quorum of the Board of Appeals shall not be fewer than four (4) members. At
least three (3) affirmative votes are necessary to grant an appeal or a special exception.

Section 9. Enforcement and Penalties.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to erect, construct. enlarge,
alter, repair, move, improve, remove, convert or demolish, equip. use. occupy or maintain any
building or structure or cause or permit the same to be done in violation of any of the
International Codes adopted by this Ordinance.

B. General: Any person, finn, or corporation, whether as principal, agent, employee or
otherwise, who violates any provision of this Ordinance, as amended, or any landowner who
allows the use of his or her land by another in violation of this Ordinance, as amended, shall,
upon conviction, be fined an amount not to exceed One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) for
each such violation, such fine to inure to the City. or by imprisonment in the county jail for
not more than ten (l0) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment. Each such person shall
be guilty of a separate offense for each and every day during any portion of which any
violation of any of the provisions of this Ordinance is commined, continued or permitted by
such person, and such person shall be punished accordingly.

C. Notice of Violation. The Building Official or other official designated by the
applicable International Code is authorized to serve a notice of violation or order on the
person responsible for the erection, construction, alteration, extension, repair, moving,
removal, demolition or occupancy of a building or structure in violation of the provisions of
this Ordinance, or in violation of a permil or certificate issued under the provisions of this
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Ordinance. Such order shall direct the discontinuance of the illegal action or condition and
the abatement of the violation.

D. Injunctive Relief: In addition to other remedies available to the City, the City may
commence an action in the district court for Douglas County, Colorado to enjoin the alleged
violation of any provision of this Ordinance, or to authorize and compel the removal,
termination or abatement of such violation at the expense of the violator. The violator shall
be granted a reasonable period of time in which to correct such violation before the City may
abate the violation. The cost of abatement shall be supported by competent evidence and
reduced to judgment in the same action in a hearing before the court.

E. Additional Remedies: Any remedies provided for in this Ordinance shall be
cumulative and not exclusive, and shall be in addition to any other remedies provided by law.

Section 10. Fees.

mc Section 108.2, IRC Section RI08.2, IPC Section 106.6.2, IMC Section
106.5.2, IFGC Section 106.5.2, and (FC Section 105.1.1 are hereby amended by the addition
of the following:

In order to establish a fair, consistent, and equitable method to assess permit fees, the
following procedure shall be followed:

Valuations for permits shall be based on the greater of the amount noted on the pennit
application, or the most recent Building Valuation Data table as published by the
International Code Council in the Building Safety Journal. Valuations for permits
other than permits subject to the Building Valuation Data table shall be the greater of
the valuation noted on the permit application or two times the current market value of
the material.

Notwithstanding the foregoing valuation method, any fees provided for or by any
International Code adopted in this Ordinance may be amended, modified, increased or deleted
at any time, and from time to time, by resolution of the City Council.

Section 11. Liability.

The adoption of this Ordinance and the International Codes provided for herein shall not
create any duty to any person with regard to the enforcement or non-enforcement of this
Chapter or said Codes. 0 person shall have any civil liability or remedy against the City or
its officers, employees or agents, for any damage arising out of or in any way connected with
the adoption, enforcement or non-enforcement of this Ordinance or said International Codes.
Nothing in this Ordinancer or in said Codes shall be construed to create any liability or to
waive any of the immunities, limitations on liability or other provisions of the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act, Section 24-10-10 I el seq., Colorado Revised Statutes, or to
waive any immunities or limitations on liability otherwise available to the City, or its officers,
employees or agents.
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Section 12. Severability.

Ordinance No. 09-06

Should anyone or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance or of any of the primary
or secondary codes adopted by reference be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable,
such judgment shall not affect. impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this
Ordinance or the codes adopted by reference hereby, the intention being that the various
sections and provisions are severable.

Section 13. Repeal of Previous Ordinances.

Any and all ordinances or codes or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are. to
the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. hereby repealed; provided, however, that the
repeal of any such ordinance or code or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part
of any ordinance or code heretofore repealed or superseded and this repeal shall not affect or
prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or committed in
violation of any ordinance hereby repealed prior to the effective date of this Ordinance. In
particular, that portion of Ordinance No. 08-02 adopting the 2003 editions of the International
Codes is herein expressly repealed.

Section 14. Effective Date.

Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, this Ordinance shall become effective
thirty (30) days after final publication.
