










6. ADOITIO AL SERVICES. In the event the City desires additional services 
beyond those described in this Agreement, the City may make a wri tten request, which will then 
be considered by the County with reasonable promptness. If the County ag rees to provide such 
additional scrvices, this Agreement shall be amended to incorporate the mutually acceptable 
temlS. 

7. APPROPRIATIO. The Parties' obligations under this Agreement are 
conditioned on the prior appropriation of good and sufficient funds fo r such purpose, pursuant to 
Section 29- 1-110, C. R.S. The Parties agree to use good faith efforts to cause appropriation of 
good and sufficient funds for performance of the obligations herein. 

8. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement 
between the Parties hereto relating to the work specified herc in and sets fo rth the rights, duties, 
and obligations of each other to the other as of the effecti ve date hereof. Any prior agreements, 
promises, negotiations, or representations not expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no 
force and effect. 

9. BINDING AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall inure to and be binding on the 
successors and assigns of the Parties hereto. 

10. ASSIGNME T. The County shall not have the righ t or power to assign or 
delegate its duties under this Agreement without the express prior written consent of the City. 
Any attempt by the County to ass ign this Agreement without such consent shall be null and vo id. 
However, the County shall be allowed to subcontract portions of the work without the prior or 
subsequent penniss ion of the City. 

11. NO WAIVER. No waiver of any of the provisions of thi s Agreement shall be 
deemed to consti tutc a waiver of any othcr of the provisions of this Agreement, nor shall such 
waiver constitute a continuing waiver, unless otherwise expressly provided herein, nor shall the 
waiver of any default hereunder be deemed a waiver of any subsequent default hereunder. 

12. CONTROLLING LAW. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado, and venue for any legal proceedings shall be 
in the Douglas County District Court. 

13. INDEMN IFICATION. To the extent authorized by law, and without waiving the 
provisions of the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, the City shall defend, indemni fy and 
ho ld harmless the County, its commissioners, offic ials, directors, agents, and employees from 
any and all claims, demands, suits, actions or proceedings to the extent arising from the services 
contemplated by this Agreement. 

14. NOTICES. Except as otherwise provided herein , allnulil.:cs or payments required 
to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be hand delivered or sent by first 
class mail postage pre-paid, to the following addresses:

All notices or documents to be delivered or required to be de li vered under the provisions of this 
Agreement shall be deemed received one (I) day after hand delivery or three (3) days after 
mailing. Either Party by written notice so provided may change the address to which future 
notices shall be sent. 

15. NO WAIVER OF OOVERNMEI TAL IMMUNITY ACT. The Panics hereto 
understand and agree that the Parties, thei r commissioners, omcials, officers, directors, agents, 
and employees, are rel ying on, and do not waive or intend to waive by any provisions of this 
Agreement, the monetary limitations or other rights, immunit ies and protections provided by the 
Colorado Oovemmental lmmunity Act (the "COlA"), §§ 24-10-101 to 120, C.R.S. , or otherwise 
available to the Parties. To the extent the COlA imposes varying obligations or contains 
different waivers for ci ti es or count ies, the Parti es agree that they will remain li able for their 
independent obligations under the COLA, and neither Pany shall be the agent of the other or 
liable for the obligations of the other. 

16. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES. The enforcement of the terms and 
conditions of th is Agreement and all rights of act ion relat ing to such enforcement shall be strictly 
reserved to the Parties, and nothing contained in this Agreement shall give or allow any such 
claim or right of action by any other or third person under such Agreement. 

17. INTEGRA nON AND AMENDMENT. This Agreement represen ts the entire 
and integrated agreement between the Parties and supersedes all prior negotiations, 
representations, or agreements, either written or oral. Any amendments to this must be in writing 
and signed by both Parties. 

18. SEVERABLITY. In the event any provis ions of this Agreement are held to be 
unenforceable or invalid by any court of competent jurisdict ion, the validity of the remaining 
provisions shall not be affected, provided that the remaining provisions without the invalidated 
provisions are consistent with the Parties' intent.
